5. Minutes from the September 1, 2009 meeting were reviewed and there was one correction of Hand Shake not Hand Shark under e. County.  Minutes were fine otherwise.

Reports: a)
SSAC Detox – 4 beginning, 7 admissions, 10 discharges for a total of 65 bed days in September.  John’s Place SLE – 2 beginning and 2 admissions for a total of four beds which equaled 75 bed days.

7. Healthy Partnerships, total of 14 in September, Pharmatox-5 beginning, 1 admit and 3 discharges for a total of 18 staff hours. House of Acts- 1 admission, 6 discharges for a total of 370 bed days; Genesis House – 0 admits.  Lloyd has received inquiries from parole agents, but no referrals as of yet.  Genesis House can take at least four people; Recovery Connection- 6 in program, 1 admission and one today. 5 men and one woman.  Need more women referrals. Shamia had two women, both left for a total of 20 bed days.
8. Case Management:  Laura Kelly from Healthy Partnerships reported that all of there latest referrals have come from Mission Solano and the Christian Help Center.  No referrals from parole.  Laura asked Supervisor BB McGriff if it was alright for her to come to the Vallejo Parole Unit on Fridays from 8-12 noon to conduct assessments and make referrals to the appropriate BASN treatment programs.  Supervisor McGriff said that would be fine.  The group was very pleased to see that B.B. McGriff made it a priority to attend the monthly BASN team meeting, as parole referrals have been very, very low.  Agent Donovan Lewis had mentioned to the group during the September 1st meeting that he was not sure he would be able to continue attending due to a new assignment he was given.  Agent Lewis was not able to attend this meeting.  There was considerable discussion about outreaching to the Vallejo and Fairfield Parole Agents.  Raquel asked Supervisor McGriff is it was possible to schedule a meeting for the specific purpose of introducing the agents to the providers and their programs.  Supervisor McGriff thought that this would be a good idea, particularly since many of the agents were fairly new to parole. Possibly less than two years as agents.  This meeting was scheduled for Tuesday, October 20, 2009 at 10 a.m.  The location is 1840 Capital Street in Vallejo.  Raquel Rodriguez said that she would contact the new Fairfield Parole Unit Supervisor, Bruce Jones and see if it was possible to arrange this same type of meeting with the Fairfield Parole Unit.  The providers are going to bring snacks and refreshments for the meetings.  Supervisor B.B. McGriff reported that the Vallejo Parole Unit has the STARR Program and that is where the agents generally refer their parolees.  There is usually about 20-25 parolees in attendance at the STARR meetings.  It is very convenient because it’s right on site at the Vallejo Parole Unit.  Providers were very pleased with the communication between the group and Supervisor McGriff and are looking forward to this meeting.
c.
Parole:      Vallejo Unit Supervisor B.B. McGriff was in attendance and was extensively involved in the discussion mention in “b.” above.  We look forward to continued representation from the Vallejo and Fairfield Parole Units.  It is imperative to have this liaison with parole, particularly with the absence of a BASN Case Manager (Community Services Coordinator/CSC) available to conduct assessments, placements and referrals.

d. State ADP (Cindy Smith):  Cindy Smith was not in attendance at this meeting.  Barbara Hill-Howard reported that Cindy Smith has been ill.  Cindy will reschedule her previously scheduled site reviews with Recovery Connection and Shamia Women’s Residential Program.  

e. County: Raquel Rodriguez:      Raquel thanked the providers for getting their monthly reports into her in a timely manner.  Emani, Inc. has missed the last two meetings and they are required to attend these meetings as part of their contractual responsibility.  Raquel’s last Monthly BASN Team Meeting will be the December 1, 2009 meeting.  After that, Andrew Williamson is assuming responsibility for the BASN Program Coordination.

Discussion:   The discussion centered on increasing referrals from parole as described in item “b”. above.
