2. Minutes of the August 4, 2009 meeting were read and approved.

3.
Reports:


a.
SSAC Detox – 2 beginning, 16 admits, 15 discharges, total 62 bed days.

John’s Place, SLE – 2 in for a total of 62 bed days.


Recovery Connection – 4 in program, 3 men, 1 woman. Need referrals.


Genesis House – 0- 1 in from 8/17th -26th, another from 8/27th-30th. 


Pharmatox – 5 in program, 3 discharges


Healthy Partnerships – 5 admits, 5 discharges – total of 15 in program.


House of Acts – 14 beginning, 4 admits, 1 discharge for a total 511 bed days.

b. Case Management: Solano County is still without a case manager. However, 

the State CDCR RFP has gone out and there should be a selection of a contractor by December 2009.  All programs are in dire need of referrals. Donovan Lewis, Fairfield Parole was in attendance and will hopefully; continue to be BASN Fairfield Parole Unit’s liaison.  The providers were thrilled to finally have representation from the Parole Unit.  It is more critical now without having a case manager to do the screenings and placements. Providers were given the PACT (Police and Community Team) schedule and encouraged to send a program representative to network and recruit for treatment placements.  The women’s residentials are in dire need of referrals, as are all BASN treatment providers.
c. Donovan Lewis – Fairfield Parole Unit representative was a welcomed site.  Providers were so delighted to have a representative in attendance.  Agent Lewis did ask about the policy of parolees being asked to turn over their food stamp card and their General Assistance.  Some individuals felt that this might be “double dipping”.  Lloyd Gieg explained that the true cost per day to house an individual in Genesis House is more along the lines of $107.00 per day.  Andy Williamson, Supervisor from the Substance Abuse Division also verified the reason for doing this.  BASN has been in existence in Solano County for about 16 years and there has never been in increase in the allocation to the BASN counties, since its inception.  The BASN rates are very, very low and the providers need a way to supplement their fees.  Cindy Smith, ADP also explained that there is an agreement in existence between CDCR and ADP that allows for this to occur.  Agent Lewis explained that he had just been given a new assignment, but that he hoped he would still be able to attend the meetings as the FF Parole Unit representative.  The team is hoping that we can get a representative from the Vallejo Parole Unit also. The new Fairfield Unit Supervisor is Bruce Jones.
d. ADP: Cindy Smith:  Cindy Smith announced that she would begin scheduling more site reviews/visits with the BASN treatment providers.  The State is still implementing the Friday Furloughs for State workers.  Cindy is often out in the field attending regional meetings.  Everything is status quo for now.

e. County:     Raquel reminded everyone that monthly BASN reports are due by the third day of the following month.  Isabella Rogers requested a list of all County meetings and Raquel attached a list of meeting dates, times and locations to the minutes and agenda.  Raquel also announced that she will be retiring from the County on 12/22/2009 after 32 yrs. working with the Substance Abuse Division.  She has accepted the Early Retirement Incentive (Golden Hand Shark). Rockie stated that she will miss all the providers and that it has been a great pleasure to work with such dedicated, committed and treatment knowledgeable individuals.  They said BASN just would not be the same without Rockie.  Andy Williamson, Substance Abuse Supervisor will be assuming responsibility for the BASN/PSN Program Coordination.  
3. Discussion:  There was extensive discussion about getting more referrals.  Agent Lewis was given a set of the “interim protocols”, along with the roster of BASN treatment providers.  He said that he would distribute the protocols and remind agents of the need for referrals into BASN/PSN treatment programs.
