John Blanco welcomed all that attended and was pleased to have Kurt Klemencic attend his last PSN meeting before he retires at the end of January 2010.
Kurt K. said to be sure and read the newspaper and listen to the news for all changes coming.
Kurt K. said DARS is now Office of Substance Addiction.  Kurt informed us that there will be a lot of parolees let go (possibly 25,000) on a non-revocable parole status.  Kurt asked all to work together to spend all the PSN funding, especially this year and let him know if possible by the end of April 2010 to make sure all money is expended, so he can then transfer unspent funds to agencies that can spend them prior to the end of the year (52% of the money through November spent).  PSN reporting will be cut back. The Corrections Department is not interested in tracking SLE or outpatient services.
Kurt explained that PSN eligibility will be harder to determine. 
John D. said it sounds like this is going to be different with referrals.
Kurt K. said placements might go a little haywire, residential does not want sex offenders, and they will probably end up in outpatient.
Corrections will work with all providers
