California Department of Corrections and Rehabilitation/DARS  

· Ms. Sifuentes informed the group that due to State budget restraints, representatives from the California Department of Corrections/DARS were unable to attend today’s meeting.
State Department  of Alcohol and Drug Program  

· Ms. Sifuentes informed the group that due to State budget restraints, representatives from the State Department of Alcohol and Drug Programs were unable to attend today’s meeting.
Parole

· Parole Agent Cheryl Barnette-Powell stated that State departments are now on a furlough schedule with the exception of Parole. The Parole Department is to continue to work a full schedule and accrue time for the furlough days. 
· Ms. Barnette-Powell stated that Parole has not experienced any further program cuts.  Parole is actually waiting for bids to go out for female parole service centers. There are three male centers and one co-ed center; however there is a need for an all female center. 
· Mike D’Agostin from Tarzana Treatment Center inquired what types of services are offered at the parole service center. 
· Ms. Barnette-Powell stated that parole is in the process of writing a request for proposal for parolees with mental health and substance abuse disorder services. The proposal will require a 50 bed space and will be require co-ed services. Once the request for proposal is complete it will be made available on the parole website.   
· David Zubiate from Salvation Army inquired if a list of the Parolee service centers can be provided.   
· Yanira Lima from ADPA inquired with Parole if the restitution centers were in fact closed as stated in the last meeting.  
· Mr. Zubiate inquired if there has been any resolution on the budget for Parole.
ADPA

· Lynn Appell from Southern California Alcohol and Drug Programs inquired with ADPA if the new Request for Proposals has been approved. 
· Ms. Lima announced to the group that the National Association of Drug Court Professionals will be hosting their 15th Annual training conference in June 2009. The conference will include California training tracks addressing Drug Court and Proposition 36. Registration flyers will be e-mailed to interested parties.  
· Ms. Lima announced that ADPA will be publishing a bi-monthly bulletin which will highlight success stories, program achievements and departmental updates.  The bulletin when released will be made available on the ADPA website.
· Ms. Sifuentes requested the providers to submit more success stories for publication on the State PSN website. All stories should be submitted to ADPA for review. Ms. Lima stated that providers should take the opportunities to showcase their programs and participate in submitting success stories. 
· Ms. Sifuentes informed the group that PSN discussion notes will be posted on ADP’s website along with other California Counties. Ms. Sifuentes encouraged providers to explore what other jurisdictions are doing with their PSN programs.  
Central Intake and Coordination Services       

· Mike D’Agostin discussed the need for all intake paperwork to be complete. He has had several incidents where forms are submitted without the agency name or source of the referral. Mr. D’Agostin also stated that all forms need to be legible to avoid any data entry errors.  
· Mr. D’Agostin stated that all PSN clients are required to have a 1502 Activity Reports when they enter the program.  Several providers have stated that they encounter difficulties obtaining the form from parole. 

· Ms. Barnette-Powell stated that the 1502 forms are required as the document will tell the agency if the client has a violent history, which would prevent the admission into the PSN program.  If providers are unable to get a response from the parole, Ms. Barnette-Powell stated to speak to the supervisor. 

· Ms. Sifuentes reminded the providers that the PSN monthly activity report must be submitted in a timely manner, therefore any inquires to providers regarding data entries must be addressed as soon as possible. 
· Ms. Lima reminded the providers to ensure that the Los Angeles County Participant Reporting System (LACPRS) entries are completed. The State requires weekly headcounts of the program and it is essential that the numbers are accurate. 


	-Ms. Barnette-Powell stated that the centers provide housing for parolees that are not quite ready to enter back into society.
-Ms. Sifuentes requested that Ms. Barnette-Powell notify ADPA when bids will be accepted. The information will be shared with all PSN providers.

-Ms. Sifuentes stated that she has a copy of the list and will verify with Ms. Barnette-Powell if the list is correct and provide to the group at the next meeting. 

-Ms. Barnette-Powell stated that the two centers were closed at the State level. The County may be seeking to re-open under their authority. 
-Ms. Barnette-Powell stated that there has been no resolution at this time. 
-Ms. Lima stated that there are no updates on the recent bid for PSN services.
-Ms. Lima stressed the need for California to have a strong attendance at the conference to promote the programs in California. 
-Ms. Sifuentes stated that the conference will provide an excellent networking opportunity for attendees. 
-Programs are encouraged to submit stories of achievements to ADPA for publication. 
- Richard Block from Socorro stated that his agency still does not receive 1502 forms from parole. However, his agency will still take the client into treatment. 
-Ms. Barnette-Powell will provide a list of the parole agents and supervising parole agents, and district administrators at the next meeting. 



	III. Discussions

	Open Discussion    
· Ms. Sifuentes announced that the next meeting date was changed from June 10, 2009 to June 3, 2009. The change in date is due to the National Association of Drug Court Professionals Conference being held on June 10-13, 2009.
· Ms. Barnette-Powell stated that Parole has resumed new agent orientations and will still like a presentation to be made to promote the PSN program.
· Mr. Block stated that he has seen an increase in the number of clients who enter the program with methamphetamine addictions.
· Mr. D’Agostin stated that there have also been increased numbers in methamphetamine addicts with bi-polar disorders. These clients have to be handled carefully as the mental health disorder can interfere with treatment. 

· Ms. Barnette-Powell inquired if the providers are receiving mental health histories from Parole. 

	-Ms. Sifuentes stated that the presentation had been put on hold as parole previously stated orientations have ceased. ADPA will continue preparing either a PowerPoint presentations or brochures to discuss the PSN program.  

-Ms. Lima and Ms. Sifuentes stated that methamphetamine addiction is on the rise and the majority of the other treatment programs have noticed the rapid increase in that drug of choice.  
-Mr. D’Agostin stated that the histories are not always provided. However, after the client is present in the program, it’s apparent that there are some underlying mental health issues that were not disclosed.
