A. Ms. Moon-Vanni stated ADP and CDCR will be looking for what the county has done in the past, for Budget decisions. They are not looking at any major upcoming changes. The process of converting to a new invoice and reporting system is in progress. 
The new billing system should show information at a faster pace, and with more accuracy. 

Ms. Moon-Vanni stated she was able to attend a local PACT meeting, and encouraged providers to also attend as a way of getting their services out to the parolees.  They are very informal, and face to face greetings are always a plus.

B. Mr. Neidlinger spoke about the NRP (Non Revocable Parole) clients. NRP is starting to become present at multiple facilities, and is a voluntary piece. These clients have no parole officer, and have to pick up another charge in order to be re-incarcerated. For treatment purposes a 1500 Activity Report is still needed.  If you need assistance getting the reports from Parole the points of contact are, for the Western Region-Darwin Neidlinger, Desert Region-Noe Gutierrez, and Mid County-Philip Delaney.
Darwin shared some of the information that was discussed at the PSN Administrators Meeting that was held on Jan 18, 2011 in Diamond Bar. 
Since the cancellation of funding for Prop 36, PSN has become the top option for parolee treatment services. 

Darwin informed all that Sacramento is going to be monitoring all PSN counties, to see if they are spending their allotted monies and if not the monies many be reallocated to other counties. All providers need to assess situations for each client, and place in residential beds if needed.  This will help with spending the full amount allotted. PSN admissions/discharges need to be relayed in a timely and complete manner. 
C. Recovery Happens- The “Recovery Happens” expo is being held on Sept 17, 2011. This year it will be located at the Rancho Jurupa Park. County Parks has partnered with us, and they are going to waive all fees. We are looking into doing new things this year that may include, “softball tournament and a fishing derby”. Flyers and more information will be provided in the near future.
D. Waiting List- Waiting lists are currently a state wide problem.  As far as County Programs, they are trying to minimize the lists as much as possible. Everyone is encouraged to check their census reports, and bring in as many people as space will allow. The more consistency there is with this, the lower the waiting list numbers will be. 

E. Metcalf Recovery Ranch has increased their capacity by 2 beds, which brings them to 20, and have beds available that they are trying to fill.
